(3)   Those who have completed or are expected to complete 16 years of formal education by taking correspondence courses offered by a foreign school in Japan by March 31, 2024;
(4)   Those who have completed a program recognized by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) at an educational institution in Japan that is affiliated with the education system of a foreign country, and that has a university program in that country (only if those who completed the program are treated as having completed 16 years of formal education in that country), or who are expected to complete such a program by March 31, 2024;
(5)   Those who have completed a specialized program at a specialized training college (only those with a standard term of four years or longer, and that meet other standards established by MEXT) recognized by MEXT on or after the date determined by MEXT, or who are expected to complete such a program by March 31, 2024;
(6)   Those recognized by MEXT. (Notification No.5 of MEXT, 1953);
